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SASPAC version 8.00 allows users to access all the standard 2001 Census datasets as well as the 2001 Specially Commissioned Tables (SCT).  We now have over 350 Specially Commissioned Tables we have had to create two files, this user note will explain how to make these changes.  As new SCTs are released by ONS these will continue to be processed into SASPAC System files and the relevant framework and searching files are created.  To update SASPAC v8.00 with these latest files the following steps are required:

Step 1

Fully install SASPAC v8.00 using the installation CD distributed in March 2006. If you already have SASPAC v8.00 on your computer you can skip to step 2. 

Step 2

The next step is to locate your ‘saspac.ini’ file and make changes to the 2001 Specially Commissioned Tables.  If you are running Windows XP this file can be found in the following location:

Alternatively, in SASAPC go to the help tab and select “ini file location”.  If you cannot find this file it may be worth contacting your IT department as you may not have permissions to access this file.  If all the above fails please contact the SASPAC helpdesk.

Once located the ‘saspac.ini’ can be opened in Notepad.   

Step 3

To make changes to the Commissioned tables in the saspac.ini file you will need to edit one line and add another line to the paragraph headed ‘[Framework, Table & Cell metadata]’:

The ‘saspac.ini’ file has now been updated and can be saved in its previous location.  

Step 4

The final step is to add the relevant searching and FWK/FWD files to your system.  These are available from http://www.saspac.org/Specially_Commissioned_Tables.html as a zipped directory.  Once downloaded these files should be unzipped and copied to the following locations: 

SCT01.FWK and SCT02.FWK – copied into C:\SASPAC\FRWORK directory

2001 Census Specially Commissioned Tables SCT001-299.fwd - copied into C:\SASPAC\FRWDATA directory

2001 Census Specially Commissioned Tables SCT300-359.fwd - copied into C:\SASPAC\FRWDATA directory

SCT01da.ndx and SCT02da.ndx - copied into C:\SASPAC directory

SCT01DA.KEY and SCT02DA.KEY- copied into C:\SASPAC directory

SCT01da.cpr and SCT02da.cpr - copied into C:\SASPAC directory

This completes the updating process and the 2001 Specially Commissioned Tables 1 to 299 and 2001 Specially Commissioned Tables 300 to 599 should now be available along side the other standard datasets. As highlighted below:
